Information for Contributors
Peace and Conflict Studies (PCS--ISSN1082-7307) is committed to interdisciplinary explorations on conflict resolution, peace building, humanitarian assistance, and other alternative mechanisms that seek to prevent and control violence. PCS is also interested in articles focusing on social change and nonviolence, sustainable development, ecological balance, community revitalization, reflective practice, action research, social justice, human rights, gender equality, intercultural relations, grassroots movements and organizational transformations. Manuscripts may address various human experiences, social issues, and policy agendas that are connected to the research literature, practice, and experiential learning in the fields. 

As a semiannual peer-reviewed academic journal, PCS is published in an online format (http://shss.nova.edu/pcs/). Views expressed in articles and other contributions that appear in PCS may not necessarily reflect endorsement by the Editorial Board or Staff. PCS provides opportunities and forums for dialogs over various ideas, assessments, recommendations, and critiques.  The text should be directed to a multidisciplinary audience and be as readable and practical as possible. Illustrate theoretical ideas with specific examples, explain technical terms in non-technical language, and keep the style clear and consistent.  

Document preparation.
Manuscripts should be no longer than thirty double-spaced pages of text (or 7,500 words). Submissions should include a cover page providing title, author name(s) and contact information (postal address, telephone number, and email address), and a brief author’s note. Submissions should also include an abstract of the article (no more than 200 words).  
All submissions should be prepared according to the following guidelines, based upon The Chicago Manual of Style (16th edition, University of Chicago Press):

Double-space everything in the manuscript, including quotes and references. 
Indent the first line of each paragraph and leave no extra space between paragraphs. 
Margins should be one inch wide. 
Titles and headings are capitalized “headline-style” both in the text and in the references.

Spell out abbreviations such as e.g., etc., i.e., et al., and vs. in their English equivalents—in other words, use for example, and so on, that is, and others, and versus (except in legal cases, where v. is used). 
Citations. 
Cite all sources of quotations or attributed ideas in the text.  

Include the page number of each direct quotation and statistic.

There is no punctuation between the author’s last name and the year of publication.

The page number follows directly after a comma.

Examples: 

Knight (1983) argues cogently that references are a pain in the neck. 
As one authority states, “References are a pain in the neck” (Knight1983, 35). 
References. Our format for references is based upon the 16th edition of The Chicago Manual of Style, which notes, “In a reference list entry, the year of publication is the second element, following the author’s name. Otherwise, a reference list entry is structured like an entry in a bibliography: the elements are separated by periods, and the first-listed author’s name, according to which the entry is alphabetized in the reference list, is usually inverted (last name first). Titles are capitalized headline-style…;titles of larger works such as books and journals are italicized; and titles of smaller works such as journal articles are presented in roman and enclosed in quotation marks” (2010, 787-789).
Examples:

Buskens, V. 2002. Social Networks and Trust. Boston, MA: Kluwer.

Burt, R. S. and Ronchi, D. 2007. “Teaching Executives How to See Social Capital: Results from a Field Experiment.” Social Science Research 36:1156-83.
Do not use footnotes or endnotes. Incorporate all relevant information into the body of the article.

Figures, Tables, and Exhibits. Do not include graphs or statistical tables unless necessary for clarity. Clean copies of figures should accompany the manuscript attachment via email. Tables, figures, and exhibits should be double-spaced on separate pages, and table notes should be keyed to the body of the table with letters rather than with numbers or asterisks. All figures, tables, and exhibits should have short, descriptive titles and must be called out in the text. 
Publication Process 
When a submitted manuscript after peer review is accepted for publication, authors have agreed to granting PCS the right to copyedit and publish. Manuscripts under review for possible publication in PCS should not be submitted for review elsewhere or have been previously published elsewhere.
